is DUE before the mare leaves Teloga Valley Farm, or in the case of shipped semen, before ANY shipment occurs.   The Booking Fee is non-refundable.

	(  Shipped Semen:


1. There is no collection fee for the first collection made per mare.  A collection fee of $150.00 to cover the container, equipment and shipping will be charged for any additional collections that must be made.  No more than 6 collections will be made per mare per season.

2. Collection days are Monday, Wednesday and Friday, or as arranged with stallion owner.  All shipments are made using Fed-Ex Priority Overnight Shipping.

3. Stallion owner is to be given at least 48 hours notification before semen is shipped.  

4. Teloga Valley Farm is not responsible for any delays in transportation or problems resulting from transportation once the semen is no longer in Teloga Valley Farm’s possession.

5. Semen will be marked in accordance to ApHC rules and regulations regarding cooled transported semen.  Teloga Valley Farm will send two syringes, both of adequate quality and quantity to impregnate the above designated mare, with the agreement that the semen will be used ONLY for the above designated mare.  Insemination will be done by a certified AI technician or a licensed veterinarian. 
	(  On the Farm breeding:


1. Mare should arrive at Teloga Valley Farm in good breeding condition, and current on all vaccinations (Eastern and Western Encephalitis, Rabies, Tetanus, Influenza, Rhinopneumonitis and West Nile), dewormed within the last 4 weeks and having a current Coggins Test, a copy of which will be left with Teloga Valley Farm.  Failure to provide proof of the above will be construed as consent on the part of the mare owner to allow Teloga Valley Farm’s veterinarian to provide said vaccines and/or deworming, the expense to be paid by the mare owner.  
2. Mare care charges are $7 per day for dry mare care and $12 per day for wet mare care.  Mares brought in their last trimester of pregnancy will be considered wet mares.  Mare care charges cover routine daily care, feed, hay and bedding.  And additional feeds, supplements or medicines are the responsibilities of the mare owner.  

3. Teloga Valley Farm and its management agree to act with all due diligence and to exercise every precaution in the breeding and care of mare and her foal.  Mare owner agrees that in a medical emergency, or in the case that the mare owner can not be reached, Teloga Valley Farm and its management will make any needed medical decisions. Teloga Valley Farm and its management shall not be liable or responsible for disease, accident, injury or death to the mare or foal unless caused by their negligence.
4. The fee to foal a mare out at Teloga Valley Farm is $500, plus wet mare care charges and includes monitoring and basic foal care.  Any veterinary or medical fees incurred due to complications or  problems with the mare or foal, will be the responsibility of the mare owner.   
5. All mares bred on the farm are bred via Artificial Insemination.  Ultrasounds deemed necessary to determine timing and to check at 2 weeks for a viable pregnancy, subject to Teloga Valley Farm’s veterinarian, are included in this breeding contract.  Any other medical procedures or services will be paid for by the mare owner.  Should problems arise, the mare owner will be notified as soon as feasible for the stallion owner and any medical procedures authorized by the mare owner will be the responsibility of the mare owner.
6. All expenses and fees must be paid in full before the mare leaves Teloga Valley Farm.  Mare owner should notify Teloga Valley Farm 48 hours prior to removing mare in order for all Teloga Valley Farm to prepare a final statement so that the owner may settle account in full.

General Provisions applying to all breedings: 
· The mare owner agrees that in the event the stallion dies or becomes unfit for service, the mare owner may choose to breed to another Teloga Valley Farm stallion.  In the event no other stallion is available, the stud fee minus the booking fee and any other expenses the mare owner has incurred will be returned to the mare owner.  If the mare dies or becomes unfit to breed, any transfer of breeding must be agreed upon by stallion owner.   
· A copy of the mare’s registration papers, front and back, must accompany this contract in order for the proper information to be sent in to the ApHC for a Breeder’s Certificate.  If the mare is leased, a copy of the ApHC Lease form should also accompany the papers to insure proper ownership of the mare and foal. Breeder’s certificates will be issued to the mare owner once the mare owner informs the stallion owner of a live foal, and all expenses and fees due the stallion owner have been paid in full.  If the mare owner transfers ownership of the mare before foaling, breeder’s certificates will be issued upon the transfer only when all conditions of this contract have been met.

· This contract is not transferable or assignable unless a written agreement is made between the stallion and mare owners. 
· If the mare does not produce a live foal (defined as a foal that stands and nurses) as a result of the breeding, then the stallion owner guarantees a return breeding the following season, subject to the following qualifications:

· Mares should be checked at 2 weeks and again at 45 days to confirm pregnancy.  Should the mare later abort or fail to produce a live foal, mare owner must notify stallion owner in writing within 48 hours after foaling, aborting or veterinarian confirmation of foal loss occurs.

· If the mare dies, the stallion owner has no further obligation under this contract.
· If the foal’s death is the result of negligence on the mare owner’s or their representative’s part, the stallion owner has no further obligation under this contract.
· This contract shall be construed and governed by the laws of the State of New York. In the event it becomes necessary for either of the parties to this contract to file a suit arising out of this contract, the same must be filed and maintained in the Circuit Court of Ontario County, New York. If any legal action is used to enforce the terms of this contract, the prevailing party shall be entitled to receive from the losing party his reasonable attorney's fees, cost of discovery, travel and expense of the suit. 
· This contract also guarantees a foal with appaloosa characteristics that will receive regular registration papers under ApHC rules (**Note – ApHC rules state that foal must be out of a mare registered with the ApHC or it’s approved breed registries – AQHA, Jockey Club and Arabian Horse Association).  Should a foal be born without said characteristics, the mare owner is entitled to rebreed the said mare within 2 years of foaling.  All mare care, collection and veterinary fees will still be the responsibility of the mare owner.
